LAY STATEMENT EXAMPLES

1. Mom has letter from veteran while in Vietnam, including envelope.
I am the mother of veteran, Jack Sprat, and while he was in Vietnam he wrote home and spoke of how he fell off of a tank
and hurt his back.  Since returning home, he has been depressed
and irate around people.  He has hit me and his Dad and prior to going into the service he was so mild mannered. He hasn’t been
able to keep a girlfriend nor go into large crowds. 


2. Statement from veteran’s wife, Minnie, a Registered nurse.
I am Minnie, the wife of Mickey Mouse, that served in the Army for 25 years. I have been married to him for 25 years, which was prior to him entering the service.  Since his return from active duty, he has complained of problems with his LEFT knee that he told me he injured when he jumped out of planes.  He still complains to me of pain daily when rising out of bed or chairs, kneeling and walking over half a block.   I am a trained Registered Nurse so over the years I have treated his knee with ice packs and elevations and anti-inflammatory medications prescribed by his physician.  He is unable to help around the house due to his stiffness and instability, causing him to fall multiple times a month.

3.  Statements from friends, girlfriend, clergyman—can support witnessing symptoms, ambulation, change in personality traits,
change in attending church with large crowds, inability to function
as well in sports, manual labor, etc since returning home from active duty. 
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
